1. Call to Order
Chairman Henderson called to order a meeting of the Planning Board at 7:35 p.m. He
then indicated all five members and Alternate Member Mr. Underhill were present. Mr.
Henderson introduced and welcomed the Planning Board's newly-appointed Counsel
Maryanne Palermo

2. Minutes
Upon motion duly made by Ms. Longobardo, seconded by Mr. Blessing, and
unanimously carried, the Minutes of the June 16, 2004 Planning Board meeting were
approved as amended.

3. Site Development Applications

a Kensington Road
Mr. Henderson noted that the Planning Board adopted a resolution in its last meeting to
declare the Board’s intent to act as Lead Agency and that a notice was circulated to all
involved agencies and no agency has responded negatively. The first step in the SEQR
process is complete.

Mr. Staudt stated that the Planning Board is required to:

» Adopt a Resolution establishing the Planning Board as Lead Agency

» Adopt a Resolution issuing a positive declaration

» Distribute a Notice of Intent to prepare a Draft EIS (See Attachment “A”)
» Set a date for a scoping session. The applicant has prepared a draft scope.

Upon motion duly made by Mr. Westerfield, seconded by Ms. Smith, and unanimously
carried, the Planning Board resolved to approve the following resolutions:
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RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE PLANNING BOARD
AS LEAD AGENCY FOR THE KENSINGTON BRONXVILLE
PROJECT PROPOSED BY SPECTRUM KENSINGTON LLC

WHEREAS, the Bronxville Planning Board and the Village Board have received
applications for Site Plan approval, Special Permit approval, zoning text amendments and a
proposal to enter into a real estate transaction from Spectrum Kensington LLC (the “Applicant”)
for a project referred to as the Kensington Bronxville project; and

WHEREAS, the Applicant proposes to construct an approximately 110,000 square foot,
4 story, 65 unit condominium development on a parcel of real property located on Kensington
Road, shown as Section 11, Block 5, Lots 1, 6 and 16 on the Village of Bronxville tax
assessment map (the “Property”); and

WHEREAS, the proposal would also include a 300 space parking garage, with
approximately 100 parking spaces to serve the condominium units and 200 spaces to serve the
Village of Bronxville as public parking pursuant to the terms of a permanent easement in favor
of the Village; and

WHEREAS, the Applicant proposes to acquire the Property from the Village of
Bronxville; and

WHEREAS, the application has been accompanied by a Full Environmental Assessment
Form (“EAF”); and

WHEREAS, on June 16, 2004, the Planning Board circulated a Lead Agency
Determination Notice and a copy of the application materials including a copy of the EAF to all
the Involved Agencies for the proposal; and

WHEREAS, in the Lead Agency Determination Notice the Planning Board declared its
intent to be Lead Agency pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”)
in connection with the proposed action should it not receive any objection to it being Lead
Agency within 30 days of such Notice; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that upon review of the materials submitted
to the Planning Board, and upon the information that the Planning Board has received no
objection to its being Lead Agency to date, the Planning Board determines:

1. That the Planning Board hereby assumes Lead Agency status in connection with the
SEQRA review of the Kensington Bronxville project.

2. That the Kensington Bronxville project is an Unlisted action pursuant to the SEQRA
Regulations (6 N.Y.C.R.R. Part 617) which will require environmental review.
