Call to Order
Mr. Henderson called to order the regular meeting of the Planning Board at 7:30
p.m. He then indicated all five members were present.

Minutes

Minutes of the last Board meeting were reviewed and the Board requested that the
Draft Scope be attached to the minutes. Upon motion duly made by Ms.
Longobardo, seconded by Mr. Blessing, and unanimously carried, the Minutes of
the September 8, 2004 Planning Board meeting were approved as amended.

Site Development Applications

U 65 Pondfield Road
Architect Maggie Marrone of Marrone Architects represented the applicant, Joan
Manning, and stated that she wished to expand her gift shop into the former
Nosegay Florist space. As part of the work to be performed, a non-bearing wall
will be partially removed and the exterior sign from the previous store will be
removed.

Anna Longobardo said the Design Review Committee (“DRC”) has reviewed the
application and that the proposed application would not impact on the site. The
DRC recommended approval.

Mr. Henderson opened a public hearing at 7:35 p.m. There being no comments,
he closed the public hearing.
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Upon motion duly made by Mr. Westertfield, seconded by Mrs. Longobardo, and
unanimously carried, the Planning Board approved the Site Development
Application for 65 Pondfield Road.

U 17 % Park Place
Applicant Leah Caro is the lead broker at Bronxville-Ley Real Estate. The
applicant proposes to remove the existing awning, clean the facade and install new
doors with transom windows.

Mrs. Longobardo said the DRC reviewed the application and noted that the
proposed changes would be an improvement to the site. The DRC recommends
approval.

Mr. Henderson opened a public hearing at 7:40 p.m. There being no comments,
he closed the public hearing.

Upon motion duly made by Mr. Blessing, seconded by Ms. Smith, and
unanimously carried, the Planning Board approved the Site Development
Application for 17 %2 Park Place.

(] Kensington Road
Chairman Henderson stated that the primary purpose of tonight’s meeting is to
consider the Scope of the Draft Environmental Impact Statement (the “DEIS”) for
the development of the Kensington Road project (the “Project”). He asked the
applicant for a brief summary of the Project.

Kevin McManus, the Vice-President of the Applicant, Spectrum Kensington, LLC
(the “Applicant”), began the meeting with a brief overview of the Project.
Architect John Sullivan of Sullivan Architecture then showed a brief video to the
Board and public. After this presentation, Mrs. Longobardo questioned if the
scale of the Project was shown accurately on the film. Mr. Sullivan responded
that it is a very fair representation as to scale including height of the buildings,
setback, etc., subject to some artistic liberties taken by those who prepared the
video. The video was generated from the plans.

Mrs. Longobardo asked if the 65 units proposed in the plan have the flexibility to
be reduced in number if residents want larger units. Mr. Sullivan responded there
is flexibility.
