1. Call to Order

Chairman Henderson called the joint meeting of the Planning Board and
Design Review Committee (the “DRC”) to order at 7:31 P.M. in the
Bronxville Village Hall. He indicated that in the absence of Mr.
Westerfield, Mr. Carey would act as a voting member of the Board for the
purposes of this meeting.

2. Minutes

The Board approved the minutes of September 28, 2005 and October 12,
2005.

3. Lawrence Hospital
Rooftop Cooling Tower

James Y. Lee, the Executive Vice-President and Chief Operating Officer of
Lawrence Hospital appeared before the Board to review the status of the
Hospital’s application for final site plan approval. Mr. Lee had previously
come before the Board with respect to the Hospital’s application to upgrade
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the chiller serving the Hospital. The Board granted preliminary site plan
approval to the Rooftop Cooling Tower on September 14, 2005 subject to
review of the application by the Zoning Board of Appeals of the Village of
Bronxville (“ZBA”). Mr. Lee advised the Board that the Hospital had been
granted a variance for this project by the ZBA and was now returning to the
Board for final site plan approval for the project.

Mrs. Longobardo asked if the plans were unchanged from what the Planning
Board had previously reviewed and approved. Mr. Lee advised that the
plans remained unchanged.

Chairman Henderson opened a public hearing on the matter. There being no
comments, the Chairman closed the public hearing.

Upon motion duly made by Mrs. Longobardo, seconded by Mr. Blessing,
and unanimously carried, the Planning Board granted final site plan approval

for the Rooftop Cooling Tower at Lawrence Hospital.

4. Kensington Road

Chairman Henderson advised the Board and those present that at the end of
the October 12, 2005 meeting of the Planning Board, the public hearing on
the matter of the development of Kensington Road by the applicant, WCI
Spectrum, had been adjourned until this date. However, on November 12,
2005, the applicant held an open meeting with the general public at the
Bronxville Public Library to review the plans with the community and
answer any questions which arose. The applicant has advised the Chairman
that many useful comments arose as a result of that meeting which the
applicant wishes to address before appearing before the Board again. As a
result, the applicant, pursuant to a letter submitted by its attorneys,
Veneziano & Associates, dated November 15, 2005, asked that the public
hearing on this matter be adjourned until that time as the applicant is
prepared to respond to the comments and questions of the community
members. The Board unanimously agreed to the applicant’s request for said
adjournment.
