1. Call to Order

Chairman Henderson called a regular meeting of the Planning Board to order
at 7:30 P.M. in the Bronxville Library. He indicated that Mr. Carey will be
acting as a Member of the Board in Mr. Westerfield’s absence.

2. Minutes

Mrs. Longobardo asked that the Board delay consideration of the minutes of
the March meeting until the arrival of Ms. Smith in order to give her an
opportunity to offer her comments. Upon Ms. Smith’s arrival, she offered
her comments. Upon motion duly made by Ms. Smith, seconded by Mrs.
Longobardo, and unanimously carried, the Board approved the minutes of
March 8, 2006 as amended.

3. Site Development Application-L.awrence Hospital

James Y. Lee, the Executive Vice-President of Lawrence Hospital appeared
before the Board with Mr. Al Monte, the Director of Engineering at the
hospital and the hospital’s architect, Max Merriman from the architectural
firm of Ellerbe Becket. Mr. Lee explained that the hospital had a great need
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for additional elevators and that this project was attempting to meet the
increased need of the hospital and its patients for elevator service.

Ms. Longobardo stated that the hospital had agreed that no antennae of any
sort would be placed upon the structure and Mr. Lee confirmed that was the
case.

Ms. Smith asked what impact the construction project would have on traffic
on Pondfield Road West. Mr. Merriman stated that the project would have a
substantial duration of at least several months and would entail heavy
construction. Ms. Smith then asked what impact the construction would
have on Alger Court. Mr. Merriman stated that during the construction
period there would not be enough space for two lanes of traffic on Pondfield
Road West, and therefore traffic would be reduced to one lane. Ms. Smith
asked if the hospital had spoken to the Police Department about the traffic
issues. Mr. Merriman stated that the hospital had discussed the issues with
Mr. Pici.

Mr. Pici stated that the traffic configuration had not yet been discussed with
the Police Department or with Bovis Construction, the hospital’s contractor.
Mr. Pici stated that these were serious concerns, that the traffic configuration
had not yet been thoroughly reviewed by the Village and that no approval
had been given with respect to the project or the change of traffic pattern.

Mr. Lee indicated that the hospital would work with the Village to identify
the best means available for re-routing traffic during the construction period.

Chairman Henderson asked if all the equipment would be off the street, to
which Mr. Merriman responded that it would.

Mrs. Longobardo stated that this was a preliminary meeting between the
hospital and the Board and that many issues would be dealt with by Mr.
Pici’s office during the permit process.

Chairman Henderson opened a public hearing. Mrs. Dorothy Brennan asked
if the residents of the River House had been notified and 1f an explanation of
what is to occur had been given to them. Mrs. Longobardo stated that this
was a preliminary approval appearance for the hospital and that the
application had not previously appeared before the Board. Mrs. Longobardo
assured Mrs. Brennan that the local residents would be apprised of any
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
