I. Call to Order
Chairman Henderson called a regular meeting of the Planning Board to order at 7:35
P.M. in the Eastchester Town Hall and indicated there was a quorum present.

2. Minutes
Upon motion duly made by Ms. Smith, seconded by Ms. Longobardo, and unanimously
carried, the Board approved the minutes of July 12, 2006.

Upon motion duly made by Ms. Smith, seconded by Mr. Westerfield, and unanimously
carried, the Board approved the minutes of August 31, 2006.

Approval of the September 13, 2006 minutes was deferred to the next meeting.

3. Site Development Application/77 Kensington Road

Chairman Henderson reviewed the history of this matter, stating that it had first come
before the Board on April 13, 2005. At that time, the Board directed the applicant,
Dionisios Ladas, to appear before the Zoning Board of Appeals (the “ZBA”) for a
decision with respect to the variances which would be required in order to implement the
site plan. Architect Maggie Marrone, appearing on behalf of the applicant, appeared
before the Board and stated that the original proposal was to add a new garage with a
kitchen, den and deck above. Ms. Marrone stated that the revised plans before the Board
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reflect a scaled-back version of the proposal in order that the new construction not
impede on an easement running across the rear of the subject property.

Ms. Longobardo asked Ms. Marrone to review the entrance to the proposed garage. Ms.
Marrone stated that the revised plan affords more room for entry to and exit from the
garage.

Chairman Henderson asked if any part of the garage would be visible from the street.
Ms. Marrone responded that no part of the garage would be visible from the street.

Ms. Longobardo asked what relief had been granted to the applicant by the ZBA. Ms.
Marrone responded that all relief requested had been granted and that no Floor Area
Ratio (“FAR”) variances were necessary.

Chairman Henderson opened a public hearing at 7:45 P.M.

The resident of the adjoining property spoke in support of the application stating that the
proposed addition and improvements were acceptable.

There being no further comments, Chairman Henderson closed the public hearing.

Upon motion made by Mr. Westerfield, seconded by Ms. Smith, and unanimously
carried, the site plan application was approved as presented.

4. Site Development Application — Trustco Bank/S Park Place

Chairman Henderson stated that the applicant, Trustco Bank, was granted site plan
approval at the September 13, 2006 meeting of the Board. This site plan approval was
subject to the applicant having leased four parking spaces for use by its employees from
the Avalon. Chairman Henderson advised stated that the applicant has advised the Board
that no spaces are available at the Avalon and that the applicant has secured a lease with
Bronxville Auto Center for four off-street parking spaces. Ms. Smith stated that the
original lease, and annual renewals thereof, should be delivered to Mr. Pici.

Chairman Henderson opened a public hearing at 7:45 P.M.

Dorothy Brennan addressed the Board, asking where the four spaces were located.
Chairman Henderson told her the spaces were located at the Bronxville Auto Center on
Palmer Road, and that the certificate of occupancy for the space is subject to receipt by
the Department of Buildings of a written lease for the four spaces. Ms. Brennan stated
that she believed the Planning Board was being very cavalier in granting site plan
approval for this application. Chairman Henderson stated that a Special Permit had been
approved by the Board pursuant to Section 310-42 J of the Bronxville Village Code and
that the purpose of this deliberation was an amendment to the conditions of the Special
Permit.
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
