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Minutes of Regular Meeting

1. Call to Order

Ms. Longobardo, as Vice Chairperson, called to order a regular meeting of the Bronxville
Planning Board at 7:30 P.M. and indicated there was a quorum of members present. She
announced that Chairman Henderson was on a business trip and that she would chair the
evening’s meeting in his absence.

2. Minutes
Upon motion duly made by Ms. Smith, seconded by Mr. Blessing, and unanimously
carried, the Board approved the minutes of January 10, 2007, as amended.

3. Revised Site Development Plans - 9 Alden Place

Ms. Longobardo advised those present that the applicant, RJ Luiso Industries, had been
advised and had agreed that this evening’s presentation would be a pre-application
meeting as described in the Bronxville Code and, as such, nothing stated would be
binding on the Planning Board. Further, Ms. Longobardo advised that no public hearing
would take place at this pre-application hearing as no formal application had been made
to the Planning Board.

Ms. Smith inquired as to whether there was a technical reason for not holding a public
hearing at this time. Mr. Pici stated that the purpose of the applicant’s presentation to the
Board was to update the members as to the changes made to the plans since the
applicant’s first submission 1 %2 years ago. Ms. Longobardo stated that the purpose of
tonight’s meeting was to review the plans and adopt a resolution authorizing the Planning
Board to retain planning and legal experts to review the applicant’s submissions on
behalf of the Board and to establish an escrow account to be funded by the applicant for
the payment of those experts’ fees..
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Mr. Kory Salomone of Veneziano & Associates, the attorney for the applicant, stated that
some changes had been made to the plans over the last 18 months. He described the
development as 4 units and 14 parking spaces. Mr. Salomone stated that the applicant
would require variances from the Bronxville Zoning Code and the purpose of this
appearance before the Board was to review the changes to the plans previously submitted
and to have the Planning Board refer the applicant to the Bronxville Zoning Board of
Appeals (the “ZBA”) for review of the necessary variances regarding the distance
between the proposed building and existing buildings and the lot coverage requirements.

Ms. Longobardo asked if it was within the Planning Board’s authority to refer a party to
the ZBA. Mr. Pici stated that no referral was necessary and that the applicant could
proceed to the ZBA at any time. However, Mr. Pici stated that the most effective way for
an applicant to proceed is to have a preliminary review with the Planning Board, making
modifications as suggested by the Planning Board, and then proceed to the ZBA for the
necessary variances.

Mr. Ben Scavone of Peter Gaeta Architects, the architect for the applicant, described the
development, stating that the lot covered area lying within the boundaries of Bronxville
and Mt. Vernon. He stated that several parking spaces had been removed in the revised
plan, that the roof may be made from simulated slate, that the units would be three levels
and would have rooftop terraces.

Ms. Longobardo stated that the Design Review Committee would need to see samples of
the building materials, including samples of the window materials.

Ms. Smith asked why there were 14 parking spaces provided. Mr. Scavone stated that the
developer believed that number of spaces was needed to accommodate the residents of
the units and their guests. Ms. Smith then asked if the residents of the surrounding co-
operative or rental buildings could park in the development’s spaces and Mr. Scavone
said that the plan contemplated those spaces to be for the sole use of the residents of the
development.

Ms. Smith asked if all the decks faced north, and Mr. Scavone stated they did because of
the graveyard located to the south of the property.

Mr. Blessing asked how many parking spaces were presently located on the property and
was told there are 23. He then asked about the proposed height of the project and was
advised that the project is of a height comparable to the surrounding buildings.

Ms. Smith asked if the development would have a visual impact. Mr. Scavone stated that
he did not believe the development would change the overall visual effect of the

neighborhood.

Ms. Longobardo noted that the concrete arches and curved staircases shown in the plans
are not consistent with the federal style of the buildings located in the Alden Place area.
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
