Mayor Marvin called the meeting to order at 6:45 p.m.

WORK SESSION

(In attendance were Mayor Marvin, Trustees Bellitto, Poorman, Underhill and Barton,
and Village Administrator Porr.) The Board reviewed the Agenda and discussed possible
Tree Ordinance.

At 7:15 p.m., on motion of Trustee Poorman, seconded by Trustee Bellitto, the Board
went into executive session to discuss personnel and litigation.

On motion of Trustee Underhill, seconded by Trustee Bellitto, the Board came out of
executive session at 8:00 p.m.

On motion of Trustee Underhill and second by Trustee Bellitto, the Board returned to
open session at 8:05 p.m.

PRESENTATION — Eastchester Irish-American Social Club

John Collins, a member of the Eastchester Irish-American Social Club, said they are the
proud sponsor of Eastchester’s 3" annual St. Patrick’s Day Parade on Sunday, March 11,
2007 at 2:30 p.m. Mr. Collins introduced this year’s Grand Marshal John Fogarty, the current
owner of J. C. Fogarty’s Town Tavern restaurant in Bronxville. Mr. Collins encouraged
everyone in Bronxville to come out to their parade on March 11th.
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EASTCHESTER VOLUNTEER AMBULANCE CORPS

Kevin Frusciante a representative of the Eastchester Volunteer Ambulance Corps (EVAC)
gave a report on EVAC’s service to the community during the past year. He said they are funded
mainly by donations and by revenue recovery. He asked for the Village’s continuing support in
the coming year.

MAYOR'S REPORT

Mayor Marvin began her report with taxes and assessment. She said we have been
extremely busy since our January meeting. The tentative tax roll was filed on time with
the State on February 1. The Mayor thanked Mr. DeBellis and Mr. lagallo, who had a
great deal of work, needing to add all the changes made at the informal grievance process
in December, capture all the new improvements done in the Village in 2006, calculate all
the Veterans and Star exemptions and review all the new values in general.

The next step for residents who do not agree with the assessment placed on their
properties is to file a grievance with the Board of Assessment Review. Applications are
available on line and at Village Hall and must be received by February 20™. The actual
review of applications will be on February 27" The Mayor said we have come a long
way but we still have a ways to go. The BOAR process will serve to even better equalize
and fine tune the roll, and she encouraged property owners to use it if they feel their
value is incorrect.

On the Renovation front, Mayor Marvin said we are on schedule to hold Village
elections on March 20™ at Village Hall, and all staffers will realistically be in the building
by mid April. We need now to get help to plan an open house to share the new building
with the residents.

Mayor Marvin said we had our third meeting of the Citizens Advisory Committee
and it is really a positive, energetic committee. They discuss Village-wide issues and
members bring forward concerns particular to their neighborhoods. The Mayor then
passes the lists on to the appropriate department heads. She said this committee has
helped us to get on top of problems so we can be proactive. They really have been our
eyes and ears in the neighborhoods.

Mayor Marvin said, if you live in voting District 16, your representative is Maggie
Marrone. We are looking for a second committee member from District 16. District 17
1s represented by Liza Near and Florence Kooluris; District 18 by Barbara White and Bill
